All information concerning competitors, classifications and road opening notes (road book modifications) 
will be posted daily at the PC race control. 
 
 
1.5 Briefing 

·  General competitors briefing: March 8th, Parc fermé. 
·  General competitors briefing: March 9th.  
·  In Africa, a briefing will take place in the catering area at the bivouac every evening, at 9PM local 

time. 
Times and places will be confirmed later. 
 
 

Art. 2 ADMISSIBLE MOTORBIKES 
All types of motorbikes are eligible; off-road and trail. 
 
2.1 General Conditions of Acceptance 
All machines must be registered and hold a certificate of registration. All temporary registrations are 
forbidden (customs laws). 
All technical modifications must comply with traffic laws and must respect the general regulations given 
below or imposed by the chapter "safety equipment".  
It is the responsibility for each team to prove to the scrutinizers that their vehicles conform at all times with 
race regulations and traffic laws (FIM technical code – art.a.56). 
 
 
2.2 Exhaust & Silencer System 
Even when the specific regulations of a category allow the replacement of the original silencer or complete 
exhaust system, motorcycles participating in a ride run on public roads must always carry a silencer that 
complies with the regulations of the countries crossed during the ride. 
In addition, effective protection must be fitted so that hot pipes do not cause burns. 
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2.3 Motorbike equipment 
 
Lighting equipment 
The headlight(s) and rear red light(s) must be kept on throughout the ride. 
All participants should carry spare parts to ensure that lighting failures can be fixed. 
As certain liaisons can be made at night, it is important to have good lighting equipment. 
 
Drinking water tank 
Each rider must carry a camel back holding a minimum of 3 liters. 
This will be checked every day before the start of the stage. 
 
First aid kit 
Each bike must carry a first-aid kit as detailed in art. Safety 
 
Pilot equipment 
Every motorcycle rider must wear chest protection, back protection, protective trousers, boots, gloves and 
approved helmet. Even in warm conditions it is advised to wear a jacket to prevent from sun burns and 
dehydration. Equipment for cold and rain conditions is recommended for Europe and Morocco. 
 
Navigation 
Each bike must have a road book holder and trip counter. The road book will show distances in metric 
form, therefore a trip counter showing miles cannot be allowed. Each bike must carry a GPS. This GPS is 
free of choice. 
 
Emergency repair kit 
Riders must carry a repair kit for tube-type tires. No repair kit needs to be carried when the bike is fitted 
with bib-mousse inner tires. 
Spare lighting bulbs and proper tools to change bulbs must be carried.  
 
Tools & spare parts 
Each biker must carry on-board tools and parts needed for off-road riding. Minimum is tie-wraps, tape, 
wire, spark plug, lighting bulbs, clutch lever, brake lever and the according tools. 
When using air-type inner tubes, a repair kit must be carried. 
Tools and spare parts must be carried in a safe way, to prevent harm in case of a crash. 
 

EQUIPMENT FOR THE BIKE AND THE PILOT: 
 

Compulsory:  
- GPS 
- Trip master, type ICO or IMO 
- Road book reader (standard size 15cm (A5)) 
- E-track, (supplied by the organization, included in the entry fees) 
- Horn 
- Light 
- Rear view mirror 
- Back and chest protection for the pilot, helmet and motorcycle boots, trousers, gloves. 
- Camel back 3 liters 
 

Recommended: 
- 1 front tyre 
- 2 rear tyres 
- 2 front and rear air tubes 
- The bib tyre is recommended, when possible 
- 2 chains 
- Humidity stop spray for ignition 
- Spokes for front and rear wheels 
- Rear red light 
- Large engine protection 
- Rain and cold equipment 
- Satellite telephone 
 
Strictly forbidden:  any top case or transport box on the motorbike.

2.4 Fuel Range 
Machines must carry a minimum of fuel so as to be capable of covering 250 km (off road and road).  
Each competitor is responsible for calculating his own fuel range. 
In no case can make any claim against the organizers if his machine fails to cover the minimum distance 
of 250 km, whatever the nature of the terrain.  
For safety reasons an extra fuel capacity of 10% is recommended. 
Gas is at the charge of each participant. In Africa some gas stations can accept Euros but with a high 
exchange rate, so to avoid any problem, it is better and easier to have local money.  
Refueling points organized by the organization, fuel stations and places where the service vehicles can go 
will be indicated on the road book.  
Do not wait for the last gas station noticed of the road book or to be on the reserve to refuel. 
 
 
Art. 3 ADMISSIBLE CARS 
All the cars have to be necessarily 4x4 and in good condition to do 6500km.  
The Organization cannot be considered as responsible in case of breakdown or retirement. 
 
Vehicles must: 
1. Carry a numbered plate number and the publicity provided by the organizers. 
2. Respect and conform to the rules. They will be under the control of the race director. 
3. The wearing of harness or safety belt is compulsory throughout the event.  
 
A compulsory road, as described on the road book, must be followed on all stages.

Art. 4 PILOTS 
 
4.1 Conditions of Entry for Riders 

·  The Organizing Committee reserves the right to refuse the entry of a pilot without giving a reason. 
·  Is eligible to enter for any rider older than 18 years old, holding an international driving license valid 

for 2008 and for the different countries, complying with the vehicle to be driven.(Documents 
attesting to the loss or theft of a driving license will be refused) 

·  Each team member enter the HEROES LEGEND 2008 in full knowledge of the risks such a ride. He 
involves and renounces in advance all responsibility on the part of the organizers, penal or civil in 
case of bodily or material accident during the ride. 
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Art. 5 ENTRIES 
 
5.1 Admissible 
All requests for entry presented to the ride's administrative center not accompanied by the payment 
demanded will not be taken into consideration. 
In signing an entry form, participants subject themselves to the International Driving Code and the present 
regulation.  
 
5.2 Entry Fees 
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5.3 Deposit 

·  A deposit of 900 € per Team must be made. 
·  The start will be refused to all the teams which did not give its deposit cheque. 
·  It must be paid (by cheque made out to Heroes Legend or cash) before January 31th 2008. 

Cheques will not be cashed except in event of infringement of regulations and in case of loss or 
damage of the E-Track. 

·  This deposit will be the guarantee of your respect of search and safety regulations i.e. the 
obligation to indicate your eventual retirement and the interdiction to letting off manually E-track 
system red button without a serious reason linked to medical safety. 

·  The deposit cheque of 900 € will be returned after the ride and before April 30th 2008 to teams 
who have complied with the demands as stated by this regulation.  

 
 
5.4 Payments 
Payments may be made by cheque or swift bank transfer to Heroes Legend b.v. 
Payment in full, for the teams must arrive the latest January 31 st 2008. 
 
Invoicing : Following inscription, only one invoice will be made in the name and address of the payee, 
combining the totality of funds paid to Heroes Legend.  
Heroes Legend cannot send several bills to several persons or entities for the same team.

Start will be refused to all who have not paid in full and presented their deposit cheque. 
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5.5 Refusal of Entry - Withdrawal 
The withdrawal of an entry and requests for refunds must be made by registered letter with recorded 
delivery in order to avoid any disputes. 
 
In the event of a cancellation the following will be retained: 

·  Before 01.01.08 : 50 % will be retained for administrative costs 
·  After 01.01.08:  no reimbursing can be claimed. 

 
If, as a result of scrutineering or administrative checks, or as a result of nonconformity of his vehicles or 
papers, or in case of retirement, a team is refused a start no refund will be made.  
 
 
5.6 Cancellation or Postponement of the Ride 
In the case of the Ride failing to take place for whatever reason (for example, the failure to obtain or the 
withdrawal of authorities permission, political problems making the Ride impossible to run, financial 
difficulties, embarkation or disembarkation problems, or difficulties in transporting equipment or 
competitors) Heroes Legend is liable only for the entry fees paid. 
Should the event be postponed, Heroes Legend will immediately inform all participants, by recorded 
delivery, of the new date. 
If not able to take part in the Ride on the new date, competitors have a maximum of 8 days, as from 
receipt of the registered letter with acknowledgement of receipt, to demand by recorded delivery, a 
reimbursement of funds sent to Heroes Legend. 
In all cases participants can make no claim for compensation. 
 
 

Art. 6 IDENTIFICATIONS  
A bracelet,  issued by the organizers’, permits: 

·  The entrance into the different areas organized by the organization. 
·  To profit from customs formalities facilities, 
·  To profit of the meals (breakfast, lunch packs, diner). 
·  To benefit of the Medical Repatriation. 

 
 

Art. 7 STARTING ORDER 
1 – In Europe: Stages in Oloron St Marie and Oros de los Olmos: Starts will be given following the order of 
numbers plates. Those stages will determine the starting order of the 1st stage in Africa. 
2 – From the 1st stage in Africa: Starts will be given in the finishing order of the Special stage of the 
previous day. If there are several special stages the order will be the aggregate result of these stages. 
3 - The riders will take the start at 1 minute intervals. The cars after the motorcycles. 
 
 

Art. 8 ROAD BOOK 
·  The route will remain secret until the road book is distributed to teams. 
·  The road-book of the next day's stage will be given daily to each competitor, at Race Control 

returning the old one. 
·  All reconnaissance of the route is forbidden.  
·  A check of the road book will be made by the organizer’s opening car. In the case of 

modifications, they will be posted on the official notice board and commented during the briefing. 
 
 

Art. 9 CIRCULATION 
 
9.1 Driving Conduct 
All competitors who overtake must do this in a safe manner. All competitors caught up by another must 
manoeuvre himself so as to allow himself to be overtaken. It is up to the faster rider to make the 
manoeuvre safe. 
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9.2 Throughout the duration of the Ride, the participants must strictly comply with the traffic regulations of 
the countries through which the event passes. Participants must respect the local population and crossed 
sites. 
 
 
9.3 Crossing Villages 
Irrespective of any existing signposts, the speed of competitors through towns and villages crossed on the 
route, both on special stages is limited to 50km/h. 
 
 
9.4 Refueling bikes during a special stage 
Refueling will be supplied by the team cars when possible or by an organization vehicle, a maximum of 
every 250km of special stage.  
This refueling will be done: 
·  by an organization vehicle: The total cost of fuel to be provided is fixed. The amount will be 

announced later. 
·  by assistance vehicle. 
Details and advices for each day will be given during the daily briefing. 
Refueling points will be notified on the road book. 
 
 
9.5 Assisting at an accident 

·  The main role of a competitor who witnesses an accident is to immediately alert Race Control 
using E-track system or satellite telephone (recommended). 

·  It is considered normal practice for a competitor who has stopped at the scene of an accident, to 
stay with the injured party, until the arrival of another competitor, and soon until the arrival of the 
medical services.  

·  All competitors who are witness to an accident putting in danger another competitor may let off his 
own E-track system alarm button (without incurring any financial sanctions) if they do not find the 
one belonging to the injured competitor. 

 
 

Art. 10 ASSISTANCE 
Each competitor is responsible for his assistance and conversely.  
Only vehicles duly entered are authorized to transport assistance equipment within the weight limits 
imposed by the International Convention of Road Traffic. 
 
10.1 Authorized Assistance 
1. During a special stage assistance is authorized: 

·  By an assistance category vehicle, after the closure of the control of the check point following the 
stop of the vehicle. The assistance team or team manager must, first of all and imperatively get in 
contact with the Race Direction to obtain confirmation of the closing of various controls schedules 
and inform him of his mission. 

·  At assistance points  (noted on the assistance road-book). 
2. On the stage when the road book is common between bikes and service vehicles 
3. In Europe assistance is free, except on special stages where is strictly forbidden until the last 
competitor has passed.  
4. In Europe and on liaison exclusively : it is not compulsory, for motorcycle, to ride. They can be 
transported by a trailer or car/van. Careful: trailers used in Europe won't be able to take the boat. 
 
 
10.2 Environment 

·  Each person is responsible for the waste generated by his team during the event. Waste must be 
retained by the team. 

·  When refueling or servicing of a vehicle, the participants must provide and use an environment 
mat to protect the ground.  

·  These mats must be removed by the competitors after use. 
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·  The participants must put their used oil in special tanks.  
·  Every team will be responsible for the cleanliness of its own bivouac. Bin liners will have to be 

brought every day near the catering area. 
·  Heroes Legend wishes to reduce "considerably" the plastic disposable objects (place settings, 

tumblers, plates). All the participants will have to bring tumblers, place settings, bowls and plates 
in metal / hard plastic. 
 

Any infringement will result in a penalty of 500€. This money will be given to a charity organization. 
Also, the participant will be responsible of the reparation cost. 
 
 

Art. 11 INSURANCE   
 
11.1 Medical Repatriation – Medical Expenses 
The organization has taken out health repatriation insurance: 
FIDELIA ASSISTANCE 
27 quai Carnot - 92212 ST CLOUD cedex– BP 550 – France 
 
All participants are automatically insured. 
The contract guarantees: 

·  Transport from the site of the accident to the medical facility best suited to the victim’s injuries by 
the Organizer's land based support. 

·  Repatriation by scheduled flight in seat or stretcher to Europe. 
·  The evacuation of serious cases by an ambulance plane to an European hospital. Competitors 

who are neither domiciled or resident in Europe must check with their insurance broker what extra 
cover is available 

·  Transport from the airport to hospital by ambulance on arrival as well as the search for the 
necessary hospital services is undertaken and covered. 

·  Medical cost (out of home country): guaranteed up to 1 500 €. 
 
The FIDELIA representative doctor during the Ride i s the only person responsible and able to take 
any decision concerning the repatriation of a perso n, the choice of the means of transport and the 
hospital to go to. 
 
 
11.2 Civil Liability 
A special insurance (third party) is subscribed for any vehicle registered for Mauritania and Senegal where 
the European insurance (green card) is not available. It is included in the entry fees. 
 
 

Art. 12 PUBLICITY 
Please note that in compliance with laws No75-616 (of 9 July 1976) and No 91-32 (of January 1991) all 
form of tobacco and alcohol advertising is forbidden on European territory. 
 
Compulsory publicity for motorcycle:  
- 1 front plate with race number of 24 X 30 cm 
- 2 lateral plates with race number of 24 x 30 cm each 
- Number on the pilot jacket, front and back 
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Compulsory publicity for cars :  
- 2 lateral plates with race number of 50 x 50 (same race number as the bike) 
- 2 lateral plates with organizers compulsory publicity 
- Front screen banner 
 
 

 
 

                           
 
 
IMPORTANT: The Team must provide the necessary space on his motorcycle and on his car for the 
placing of number plates and stickers. If the motorcycle does not offer the ideal places necessary it is up 
to the rider to provide them with all modifications to stickers being forbidden (cutting etc....) before being 
presented for scrutineering. 
 
 

Art.13 TIME CARD 
Every day a time card will be given to each participant before to leave the bivouac. 
This card has to be given back to the HQ as soon as you arrive at the bivouac. 
 
 

Art. 14 CLASSIFICATION 
Every race day is a leg.   
Overall qualification is listed in the order of penalty times awarded in the specials and the liaisons and will 
be posted daily at the PC Course on the bivouac. 
The Final classification will be posted at the PC Course, in Dakar, on March 22nd 2008. 
 
Different classifications: 

·  Category “Teams”: All the Teams will participate to the overall classification. 
·  “Classic” category 
·  “Open” category 
·  Category « FMA Challenge »:  Reserved to teams of 2 bikes.  

 
 
14.1 Special stages 

·  The start control point of the Special Stages (DSS) will close 15 minutes after the announced 
check-in time of the last rider.  

·  For security reason the pilot who will arrive at the DSS after those 15 minutes will be asked to go 
to the next bivouac on the normal road but not on the special stage.  

·  Arriving at the start or at the finish after closure will be considered as failing the Special. Not 
starting or finishing the special will be considered as failing the Special. Failing a Special for any 
reason will result in 50 points penalty. 

·  A maximum time will be fixed for each special. Exceeding this maxi time will result 50 points. 
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Regularity 
Race Control has set the goal time for this special stage, minimum and maximum.  
The pilot has to follow the information given by the road book. Some hidden Way points will be checked 
and penalized if the pilot is not on the itinerary. 
Stopping or returning during a Special will be considered as failing the Special. 
Measurement will be made with the E-track system. 
 
Assistance  
During the ride there will be few Assistance Specials. 
These specials will be performed by the assistance cars and crews. Assistance cars of all teams will enter 
the Assistance Specials. 
Results in the Assistance Special will be added to the results of the day’s leg. 
All rules for specials mentioned above apply to the Assistance Special. 
 
 

14.2 Liaisons 
·  For each liaison there will be a maximum time set by Organization.  
·  Exceeding this time will result in 1 point per 5 minute.  
·  All traffic laws have to be obeyed at all times. Liaisons are not a race track, maximum time given 

will be more than adequate for safe travel. 
·  The liaisons after a special, back to the bivouac are free in term of time. The time card has to be 

given to the Race Control immediately when arriving at the bivouac latest 19h30.  
·  Late arrival will result 25 points penalty. 

 
 

14.3 List of Prices 
A finishing trophy will be offered at every finishing team member classified as having finished the race. 
 
 
14.4 Prize Giving 
The prize giving will be held on March, 22nd 2008, at Dakar. 
 
 

Art. 15 SCRUTINEERING 
 

15.1 Technical Scrutineering & Administration 
·  Administration and technical scrutineering will take place at the Stadium Yves du Manoir in 

COLOMBES – 92 – (suburb of Paris). 
·  Each team will receive a convocation date and time. 
·  The presence of the complete team is compulsory during scrutineering. 

 
 

15.2 Administrative obligations 
Competitors are responsible for the validity of the administrative documents required to participate in 
France, Spain, Morocco, Mauritania & Senegal. In no case may they hold the organizers responsible for 
the non validity of these documents.  
In case of loss or theft of documents listed above, temporary certificates or photocopies will not be 
accepted. 
 
Team members 
Each team member must present at the administrative checks the following original, valid documents: 

·  A valid drivers license for the vehicle(s) he will be driving 
·  A passport (valid until 6 months after returning  from Senegal) with requested visas 

 
Vehicles 
Each vehicle must be presented at scrutineering and administration with the following original, valid 
documents: 

·  Valid original registration certificate. Temporary registrations will not be accepted. 
·  Authorization of the owner in case the vehicle is not in the name of a member of the team 
·  Green card insurance valid for the countries crossed (Europe and Morocco) 
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Very important:   
·  typed list in triplicate of all spare parts transported (for customs) 
·  Each members of the team will receive a document named « fiche de renseignement ». We 

recommend you to have 20 of them prepared for the complete trip. This paper will accelerate the 
police control. 

 
 
15.3 VISA 
According to your nationality, a visa can be requested for the crossed countries. 
 
We remind you that your passport must be valid until 6 months after returning  from Senegal.

Motorcycles and cars must carry a medical and a survival equipment.  
These will be checked by the organizers before each start. If not complete, a team is not allowed to start. 
 
15.1 Medical & Survival equipment for bikes and car s 
Each pilot must carry his medical and survival equi pment in a safe way, to prevent from harm in 
case of a crash. 

·  eye lotion (boroclarine or equivalent) 
·  aspirin or equivalent 
·  2 anti-diarrhoea medicines (Imodium, ercéfuryl or equivalent) 
·  antibiotics (oraclline, totapen or equivalent) 
·  2 bands, spradrap, 5 safety pins, Plasters, sterile compresses, Elastoplasts, scissors or a knife. 
·  skin disinfectant 
·  salt pills or Negrisport Sodium 
·  a calming creme (Biafine) 
·  disinfectant for 20 litres of water (hydrochlorazone or micropure) 
·  sun cream and lipstick  
·  vitamin C tablets 
·  minimum 3 liters of water for bikes and 10 liters f or cars (provide 4 liters if you assiste a 

bike) 
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·  a torch 
·  a flash torch 
·  a distress mirror 
·  a lighter 
·  a compass (other than GPS) 
·  a general map (e.g. Michelin 741) 
·  an aluminum survival blanket (approx. 2m x 1m) for use as heat insulation and to attract search 

planes (1 per rider) 
·  knife or scissors 

 

·  Satellite phone recommended. 
 
 

16.2 Retirement – Exclusion 
If you retire it is imperative that by all means necessary and as  quickly as possible you inform the 
organizers : 
 
Number to call will be given during the first brief ing. 
 

·  Failure to respect these important rules of safety and discipline will result in the refusal of any 
rider's subsequent entry to any raid organized by Heroes Legend and the keeping of the deposit. 

·  In addition the failure to respect the obligation to inform the organizers that you have retired in the 
case where a search is launched will result in the rider's financial liability for the cost of the 
search. 

·  In any case, to ask for an intervention from the organization whether for search or sanitary 
intervention, competitor must let off his E-track system alarm button. 

·  May we remind you that only E-track system alarm button gives automatically and officially the 
exact position of a rider. 

·  Satellite telephone is recommended but does not replace E-TRACK. 
 
In no case 

·  Can the organizers be responsible for the repatriation of a vehicle as soon as the bike in out from 
the sweep vehicle 

·  Crews that have retired may be transported by the organization during all or part of the remaining 
route. 

 

·  In case of retirements, it is the competitors’ responsibility to return safety equipment, E-track.  
·  HEROES LEGEND can in no way be held responsible for the loss of this equipment, too often 

given to a third party. 
 
 

16.3 Deposit – Obligations of the Competitor 
Each team or solo pilot must present a deposit cheque or cash of 900 € made out to Heroes Legend  as a 
guarantee to the organizers of their respect of the various obligations listed below: 
The members of a team will show solidarity towards the organization and are all obliged: 

1. To respect the current regulations. 
2. To alert, in the case of retirement, the organizers by all possible means, following of the current 
regulations. The means of alerting the organization is the sole responsibility of the team members. A 
third person may not be held responsible. 
3. Not to let off the E-track system alarm button without good reason, as outlined in the present 
regulations. 
4. To conform to all customs regulations in each country visited. 
5. Return to the organizers all material or equipment provided to competitors during the ride. To 
return the rental E-Track in the same condition as it was. In case of damage or lost, costs will be 
charged to the competitors. 

 
In the case where a team is obliged to abandon their vehicle, they must make a declaration to the nearest 
police station and present a duplicate of their declaration to Heroes Legend b.v’s offices in Paris as soon 
as they have returned home.  
In case where one or more of these obligations is n ot respected by a team member the deposit 
cheque will not be returned. 
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16.4 Closing the piste 
·  An organizers sweeper vehicle will close the route of a special stage as indicated on the road 

book. 
·  It will pick up riders and motorcycles whose are broken down.  
·  It will be the rider’s responsibility to inform the PC Course (through his E-track) of his position. In 

no case will the organization (sweeper vehicle, or any other vehicles of the organization) can be 
responsible not pick up motorcycles which are situated off the route of the special as described by 
the road book and not located by the E-track system. 

·  The sweeper vehicle will bring back the riders and the motorbikes to the next bivouac. Then it will 
be up to the Team to pick up the motorcycle and organize the repatriation. 

·  In no case, the organization will take in charge the repatriation of the motorbike to Dakar. 
·  In desert sectors it is impossible to guarantee that the sweeper vehi cle will pass at the exact 

place where the machine has broken down and it is up to the competitor to signal his presence 
with the help of his survival equipment. 

·  Riders who abandon their machine before the sweeper vehicle has passed do so entirely at their 
own risk. 

·  No claim concerning the theft of a vehicle may be m ade against the organizers. 
·  Riders who refuse to take a place aboard the sweeper vehicle do so entirely at their own risk and 

must sign a disclaimer which will be presented to them by the members of the organization 
responsible for closing the piste. 

·  No claim resulting from the consequences of refusin g the aid of the sweeper vehicle may 
be made against the organizers . 

·  In the case of retirement resulting from mechanical  break down on the special stage route 
the rider must imperatively wait for the sweeper ve hicle. All setting off of the E-track, 
except for reasons of safety, and particular before  the arrival of the sweeper vehicle, will 
result in the deposit not being returned. 

 
 
16.5 Helmets 
The name and blood group of the rider should be marked on it. 
The wearing of an approved helmet is compulsory throughout the ride. 
The helmet of each potential driver (less than 5 years old) must be presented a scrutineering at the same 
time as the motorcycle. 
 
 

Art. 17 ACCESSORIES & NAVIGATION 
 
17.1 Motorcycle and car –E-track System Compulsory 
 
The E-track system is a complete tracking system for security by communication which uses known 
communication broadcastings (telephone, SMS, data). 
These applications from basis are: 
·  Tracking 
·  Alarm reacting to a violent choc 
·  Alarm reacting to abnormal incline 
 
Rental of the E Track includes:  
For bikes: E-track, support, antennas, batteries, GPS antenna cable & Iridium (90cm). 
For cars: E-track, support, antennas, GPS antenna cable & Iridium (3m). 
 
To plan the place and the assembly of the E-Track, a notice will be send later. 
The support and cables will be send before the scrutineerings. 
The E-track itself will be given at the scrutineering. 
At the end of the raid, you will have to give back the E-Track system. In case of loss or damage, the 
amount will be taken from from deposit. 
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16.2 Cars and motorcycle –Recommended Satellite Tel ephone 
There is no GSM network on 80% of special stages and 20% of liaison.  
For most of European operators, except the French ones, there is no network at all in Mauritania. Have to 
be checked before leaving. 
For safety reasons, it is recommended for all vehicles to have a satellite telephone which has a coverage 
in the geographic area of the ride (type THURAYA or Iridium) -  
 
If you already possess such satellite phone you mus t give the numbers to the organization, at the 
administrative checks. 
 
The satellite telephone is for informing the organizers about an accident or if you are lost and in 
considerable difficulty. It can also be used to inform the organizers of you withdrawal or permanent 
breakdown. 
In any case, to ask for an intervention from the organization whether for search or sanitary intervention, 
competitor must let off his E-Track system alarm button.  
May we remind you that only the E-track system gives automatically the exact position of a competitor.

17.3 Navigation 
Each vehicle, motorcycle and car, must be equipped with a GPS. The choice of the GPS is free (Garmin 
recommended). 
Tripmeter (odometer) of the competitors’ choice (compulsory onboard vehicles) 
A distance counter linked uniquely to the rotation of the wheels or the transmission shaft.. This equipment 
may be fitted twice and can be of mechanical or electronic type.

I SEA TRANSPORT

Vehicles that are not presented for loading at the given time will be refused. 
The shipping company Ferry Maroc will measure all vehicles just before loading; roof racks must be 
dismantled if over2.5m, spare wheels and jerry cans must be placed inside vehicles. 
No trailer. 
All vehicles that do not conform to the height and length declared on the entry form will be refused. 
 
Return BOAT from Dakar:  March 23 rd 2008 
All the vehicles have to be at the Dakar harbor on March 23rd (exact time and place will be communicate 
later) 
Each participant will be informed about the arrival date and place as soon as we get confirmation from the 
company. It should take around 15 days after loading. 
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Vehicle transport 
Conditions of insurance are those of the transporters Ferry Maroc (mentioned on your ticket and issued 
with your confirmation of entry).  
 
SHIPPING INSURANCE 
LEGAL RESPONSIBILITY OF MARITIME TRANSPORTER 
The legal responsibilities of the maritime transporter, concerning the carrying of passenger vehicles, 
transported under the ticket of passage is as follows: 
Once the maritime transporter takes charge of a vehicle under the conditions cited above, outside of all 
insurance taken out by himself, they are responsible for any damage to the vehicle, from them taking 
charge of it until its delivery, in compliance with the details of article 27. 
In the eventuality of their responsibility being engaged, the amount that the maritime transporter has to 
pay out is limited to 4.600 € per vehicle, including baggage contained within the vehicle. 
As the vehicles are regarded as merchandise, the maritime transporter is obliged to list the cases which 
are not considered their responsibility, as mentioned in article 27. Principally these are, errors made by 
the captain,  fire, strikes, errors in loading etc....
